English + Diving

Melbourne is located on Port Phillip Bay and close to many good diving sites
and beaches.

Students enrolled in SACE English and Diving course complete a General
English language course at alevel appropriate to the student's proficiency level.
During or after the English language course, students complete theoretical and
practical diver training sessions which lead to an internationally recognised
open water certification. The theoretical dive training is completed prior
commencement of the practical components.

The Open Water certification comprises of three components: theoretical
training, confined water training and open water dive training.

Pre-requisites
Students are required to supply their own snorkel system (mask, snorkel, fins,

boots which can be purchased at dive centre).

Students are required to complete a medical questionnaire as part of the
registration process.

English + Tennis

The SACE English plus Tennis Coaching programme combines tennis coaching
and practice combined with intensive English language instruction at SACE.

The Memorial Drive Tennis Club (MDTC) and the Peter Smith Tennis Academy
are incorporated in the Next Generation Club's facilities which include outdoor
and indoor pools, saunas, gymnasium, squash courts and dining area where
students complete their tennis training.

The tennis facilities include grass, clay, rebound ace and synthetic grass
court surfaces.

(eCoE) depending on the type of visa you are applying for.

The Confirmation of Enrolment (eCoE) is needed if you intend to apply for a Student Visa. Submit it to the Australian
Embassy/Consulate with your visa application.

If you have booked accommodation and airport transfer, advise SACE of your flight arrival details at least 4 weeks
before your arrival. Your accommodation details will be forwarded to you on receipt of: a) Your flight details, b) full
payment of fees.
