Applying for an Australian Student Visa
To study a full-time English Course longer than 12 weeks in Australia, you’ll need to apply for both admission 
to Bridge Business College and also for a student visa from the Australian Government.

A Student Visa in Australia is a temporary visa issued to non-Australian residents and is granted to students 
who are enrolled in a CRICOS registered, full time course in Australia. An Australian student visa can be 
issued with a multiple entry visa for the duration of your study in Australia so you can travel to and from 
Australia at any time within the visa period.
